1. The distance for each pull will be 14 feet, but distance of less 
than 14 feet will be used to determine winner or place at end of 
the contest. 

2. Each driver will be allowed two helpers, one to be at the heads 
if desired. 

3. Three trials to each. 1st and 2nd hitch to boat. There must be 14 
feet to end of ropes on first haul, or may take distance to end 
of ropes, if less than 14 feet. 

4. Whipping or use of lines, profanity, or shouting will not be 
permitted. 

5. The judges will determine the weight of the load. 
6. Any forward movements of load after driver gives command 

to go, will be counted as a pull. 
7. Pony stepping on or over ropes loses that haul. 
8. Each team will be driven by one driver throughout entire 

contest, except in case of injury. 
9. Driver must be ready when his/her turn comes to pull or lose 

one pull. 
10. There will not be over three tries to hitch or it will be counted 

as a pull. 
11. Split teams will be allowed if all ponies are owned by the same 

owner. One pony must be heavy. 
12. Pulling course to be 16 feet in width. If boat is less than 2 feet 

from the sidelines, it shall be moved before the next team is 
hitched. 

13. Classifications of ponies: 47’s, 50’s, and 52’s. 
14. Team will be held together by the lines and eveners only. 
15. Eastern Michigan Fair will honor Mini Draft, Thumb Pony 

Pullers and Monroe Pony Pullers Assoc. Current measuring 
cards.
